Colonel William D. Foote is commander of the 7th Mission Support Group, Dyess Air Force Base, Texas. After this assignment he was Deputy Commander of the Air Force’s Basic Military Training (BMT) Group.  He returned to the Pentagon in 1997 and served on the Secretary of the Air Force’s Staff Group.  He then attended National War College and graduated in the Class of 2000.  Upon graduation he was assigned as the Executive Officer to the Deputy Commander of United Nations Command/U.S. Forces Korea at Yongsan Garrison, Seoul, Republic of Korea.  He assumed command of the 7th Mission Support Group 2 August 2002.
