Dyess Air Force Base members
played a key role in putting airpow-
er on display as a part of a show-of-
force demonstration at a western
Iraqi airfield during a joint capabili-
ties exercise Feb. 24.

Operation All-American Light-
ning, a joint Army-Air Force opera-
tion, was designed to demonstrate
joint U.S. capabilities for rapid
deployment and employment of
forces anywhere in the world to sup-
port the global war on terrorism,
according to officials from the 82nd
Airborne Division.

The operation involved division
troops conducting airdrop training
from C-130s as well as conducting
mock airpower attacks by an A-10s
and F-16s.

A C-130 crew from Dyess was one
of five that participated in the two
fly-bys of the airfield, dropping a
total of 240 Army troops.

“(It was a) total Air Force team
effort” in accomplishing the mission,

said Lt. Col. Gregory Otey, 745th
Expeditionary Airlift Squadron com-
mander. The 745th EAS forward
deployed five aircraft and about 50
crewmembers, maintainers and sup-
port people to Balad Air Base, Iraq,
to support the operation.

From active-duty to Air Force
Reserve Command C-130s from four
different stateside locations, from
intelligence to maintenance and

three different airframes providing
escort to enroute support, the effort
combined to show that truly no one
comes close, Colonel Otey said.

“For us, victory was defined as
240 jumpers on time, on target and
that is what we did,” he added.

While other Army units have con-
ducted airdrop missions in Iraq dur-
ing Operation Iraqi Freedom, this
was the first time the 82nd had done

After 11 active-duty
suicides since Jan. 1
and 14 during the final
quarter of 2003, Air
Force senior leaders are
asking  commanders
and leaders across the
service to assess and re-
energize suicide preven-
tion efforts at all levels.

The 2003 calendar-
year suicide rate of 10.5
per 100,000 people was
the lowest of all the mil-
itary services and one-
half the rate of a com-
parable civilian popula-
tion. As of Feb. 24, the
service’s suicide rate
was 18.1.

“Suicide is  not
stopped by medical per-
sonnel in emergency
rooms; it is stopped by
addressing quality-of-
life issues in the unit on
a daily basis,” said Lt.

Gen. Richard Brown III.
“The major components
of the Air Force Suicide
Prevention Program are
active leadership in-
volvement, an emphasis
on community involve-
ment and a focus on
prevention throughout
the life of airmen and
their families, not just
when they are suicidal.”

In light of the recent

suicides -- none of
which occurred during
operations Enduring
Free-dom or Iraqi
Freedom -- General

Brown urged command-
ers to “review how well
we continue to imple-
ment the 11 initiatives
that serve as the foun-
dation of the Air Force
Suicide Preven-tion
Program.”

The 11 initiatives
are: build community
awareness; leadership
involvement; investiga-
tive interview policy;

professional military
education; epidemiolog-
ical database; delivery
of community preven-
tive services; communi-
ty education and train-
ing; critical incident
stress management;
integrated delivery sys-
tem; limited patient-
psychotherapist privi-
lege; and unit risk-fac-
tor assessment.

A key element of the
program is to make a
steady pipeline of sui-
cide-prevention tools
available for Air Force
people at all levels.

So far in 2004, the
Air Force Medical
Service has issued the
2004 Leader’s Guide for
Managing Personnel in
Distress, which is
geared to help com-
manders, first ser-
geants and other lead-
ers recognize when
their people are dis-
tressed and learn how

to respond appropriate-
ly. It helps commanders
link their people to
resources and get them
help as soon as possible.

The guide presents
information on 35 dis-
tressing situations,
checklists detailing
potential behaviors or
signs reflective of a per-
son’s reaction to the dis-
tressing event, and
responses Or resources
leaders may want to use
in responding to a per-
son’s needs.

Foreign Object Damage walk
Monday.

The event, which begins at
9 a.m., is held to help keep the
flightline clean and improve FOD
awareness. The FOD walk will end
around noon.

“FOD awareness is a critical item
of flightline safety,” said Tech Sgt.
Sydney Forster, 7th Bomb Wing
FOD NCO. “Each B-1 engine is a
giant vacuum cleaner where FOD is
concerned. And with four engines,
that makes it very important to
keep our flightline as clean as pos-
sible.”

Foreign object damage is any
damage to an aircraft engine, air-
craft system, equipment or tire
caused by an external foreign object
which may or may not degrade the
required safety and/or operational
characteristic of engines, aircraft
systems or tires.

The areas to be walked are taxi-
ways Alpha through Foxtrot along
the entire length of the runway. The
north, south and west side fields,
and in-fields will also be included.

All groups will participate in the

walk, and each group will be shut-
tled onto and off of the flightline
from their designated areas.

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Prepare to PCS

Traffic Management Office combines
service, new web site for smooth move

While the summer months may be considered the highest
season for permanent change of station moves, these trans-
fers go on year round.

Officials at Dyess’ traffic management office said no mat-
ter when the PCS move occurs, the same key things to
remember pertain.

“Preparing for, and executing a PCS move can be some of
the most stressful times in a military career,” said Master
Sgt. William Warren, TMO superintendent. “Planning ahead
is absolutely critical to ensure they get the information they
need, the pack and move dates they want and the service
they deserve.”

To ease the strain, Air Force officials recently launched
“AF Move,” a Web site designed to put as much moving-
related information as possible only a mouse-click away.

“This is an absolutely outstanding Web site,” said Maj.
Gen. Craig Rasmussen, Air Force director of logistics readi-
ness. “It is the gold standard for our Air Force personnel to
use before, during and after their personal property move
has been completed.”

While many units have local sites to help Air Force fami-
lies in the moving process, this site aims to give people Air
Force-level guidance.

“We want this site to become institutional, so that anyone
in the Air Force, military or civilian, can go there to search
out information,” said Randy Teske, Air Force personal prop-
erty and passenger policy traffic management specialist.
“Let’s face it, we only move now every three or four years, so
we become out of touch because processes and entitlements
change.”

The site links users to everything from making perma-
nent-change-of-station moving arrangements to tracking a
personally owned vehicle shipment.

“You can go into the carrier industry and trace your ship-
ments,” said Jim McAllister, personal property and passen-
ger policy division chief. “You can even go in and see local
laws on certain items that may be restricted.”

With a combination of current services and the new Web
site, PCS moves may become a bit less burdensome, but
Sergeant Warren stressed the need to keep on top of all
arrangements.

“The top three things people forget to do when PCSing,”
he said, “are being home when the packers arrive, coordinat-
ing all changes through the TMO and de-conflicting things
like final house cleaning, closings and vacating of apart-
ments with the packer’s schedule.”

Sergeant Warren said each TMO had input into the new
Web site, and while the site is an important tool in the PCS
move process, the local office is the best point of contact for
immediate, “human” answers.

“We are here to help you with your move, so please don’t
wait until the last minute... come see us right away upon
notification of your assignment,” he added. “There is not a
question or situation we haven’t handled.”

The next time PCS orders drive one to pack up personal
property and head for a new base, http:/afmove.hq.af.mil
can help keep the headaches and hassles to a minimum.

Wrestler's eyes fixed
on Athens Olympics

Sitting in a quiet corner of the
wrestling room at the Olympic Training
Center, Jacob Hey stares into the bright
yellow color of the floor mats mentally
preparing himself to conquer his next
obstacle.

A year after successful reconstructive
shoulder surgery, the Greco-Roman
wrestler is back to 100 percent and has
his eyes fixed on Athens, Greece, and
the 2004 Summer Olympics.

Hey, a staff sergeant, is a member of
the All-Air Force Wrestling Team
through the World Class Athlete
Program and is training for his second
chance at the Summer Olympics -- this
time in the birthplace of Greco-Roman
wrestling, his specialty.

“Jacob is the dark horse on the mat
this year,” said Rich Estrella, All-Air
Force Wrestling Team coach. “He is
always a split-second away from a
championship and is feared because he
can be so dangerously explosive.”

Hey has wrestled for the All-Air Force
Wrestling Team for five years and has
moved up through the national ranks in
the 60-kilogram weight class.

Moving through the ranks has
earned him respect from other
wrestlers, including former Olympians.

“T have to be solid anytime I wrestle
Jacob because he is strong in ways most
people are not,” said Jim Gruenwald,
2000 Olympian, currently ranked No.1
nationally.

“I can’t score on him the way I score
points on most people. I'm afraid he’ll
score on me if I'm not careful.”

Hey works out twice a day trying to
take his wrestling to the next level.

“'m ready to go,” said a confident
Hey. “I'm taking each day, each workout
and each match as they come. There are
no slouches at this level. I try to do as
much as I can to get the edge in a
match.”

Hey travels all over the world with
his team, competing against wrestlers
from Russia, Iran, Uzbekistan, Turkey,
Mexico, Poland, Sweden and France --
countries with impressive records in
wrestling.

Each year, Hey participates in the
Armed Forces Championships. He is a
former gold and silver medalist at this
event.

The next Armed Forces
Championship tournament will be held
in New Orleans in March. If Hey wins
this tournament, he is guaranteed a
spot at the Olympic Team Trials.

“Jacob is an emotional, hard-headed
wrestler,” Estrella said. “He doesn’t give
in or give up. Wrestling is his life.”
